Attempted Robbery/Elder Abuse 

On Thursday, June 5,2008, at approximately 9:40 a.m., officers of the Redding Police 
Department responded to the parking lot of the Bank of America, 1661 East Street, Redding 
regarding a robbery of a bank customer, 

The victim, Robert Plumb, age 83 of Trinity Center, California was leaving the bank after 
making a withdrawal. Mr. Plumb reported an unidentified male suspect knocked him to the 
ground and attempted to forcibly take cash from him. The suspect was unsuccessful and fled 
the scene in a vehicle driven by another unidentified male. Mr. Plumb received minor injuries 
during the struggle, 

Officers interviewed saveral witnesses at the crime scene, who provided a good description of 
the suspect vehicle and good physical descriptions of both suspects. 

On Tuesday, June 17, 2008 at approximately 1:33 p.m. Redding Police investigators located 
and arrested a parole-at-Iarge, Errol Phillip Wiman, age 25 of Redding for a parole violation. He 
was located during a traffic stop at Eastside Road at North Drive in Redding. 

As the investigation continued, Investigators determined Parolee Errol Phillip Wiman was the 
suspect responsible for knocking Mr. Plumb to the ground and attempting to steal his money. 
Wiman was booked Into the Shasta County Jail for attempted robbery, elder abuse and parole 
violation. 

Investigators are still looking for the second suspect that drove the suspect vehicle from the 
scene. This suspect has been identified as Jesse Lee Cox, age 25 of Happy Valley. Anyone 
with information on the whereabouts of this suspect is urged to call the Redding Police 
Department or Shasta County Secret Witness. 

The Investigations Division is continuing to investigate this incident. Anyone with information 
is asked to contact the Redding Police Department at 225-4214.
