The Redding Police Department, Shasta County Sheriff's Office and Anderson Police Department initiated a joint 
Investigation in May 2008 involvins a series of commercial and residential burglaries committed In the CIties of 
Redding, Anderson and in Shasta County. 

During the Investigation, information was obtained, which identified Tiffany Duggan, 27 years of aae as being 
involved in an armed robbery on December 22, 2008 in Redding. 

She was located and arrested on January S, 2008 In the 1700 block of aruce Street, Anderson. She is currently 
incarcerated in the Shasta County Jail. baH set at $210,000.00 dollars. During the arrest, San C. Saechao, 29 
years of age, Anderson, was detained and later arrested for a felony assault which occurred in Redding on 
December 11, 2008. Saechao is currently incarcerated in the Sha5ta CountY Jail, bail set at 1.1 million dollars. 
Dennis Spears, 39 years of age, Redding was also arrested on January 8,2008 after a pfobation search of his 
vehicle yielded atolen property from residential burglaries in Redding and Shasta County. He is currently out of 
custody on ball. 

Today, at 1:50 P.M. search warrants were served by the Redding Police Department, Shasta County Sheriff's 
Office, Anderson Police Department and the Shasta Interagency Nafcotics Task Fo(ce at four locations 
Simultaneously in a continuance of the investigation. The first was SEINed with use of the Redding Police 
Department SWAT team in the 1300 block of Caitlin Dflve, Redding. Officers located stolen property from 
reported commercial and residential burglaries at this location. 

The second search warrant was served at an apartment in the 1700 block of Eruce Street, Anderson. Stolen 
computer eq~ipment and other suspected stolen property was recoveted. 

The third search warrant was served in the 1400 bloc" of Riviera Drive, Redding, Stelen property from a 
residential burglary in Shasta County and illegally possessed ammunition was seized. 

The fourth search warrant was served in the 200 block of Boulder Creek Drive by agents from the Shasta 
Interagency Narcotics Tasl< Force. Methamphetamine was located. Jonathan Shaw, 34 y~rs and Tara Shaw 27 
years were arrested for possession of methamphetamine for sale and booke<l into the Shasta County Jail, bail set 
at $10,000.00 each, 

Several suspects are outstanding at this time. Further arrests are anticipated. 
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
