Attempt Murder/Burglary Arrest

On Friday, November 6, 2009 at approximately 1:59 a.m., Redding Police Officers were dispatched to 
3346 Adams Lane, Redding regarding a fight. Upon arrival, officers found the victim, Taryn Elizabeth 
Curran, age 21. of R.eddlng inside the residence suffering from multiple stab wounds. The victim was 
stabbed in the abdomen, both shoulders and one arm. The victim was transported by ambulance to 
Mercy Medical Center for treatment. 

Officers learned an unidentified female suspect came to the residence to find her boyfriend. The 
suspect found her boyfriend kissing another female at the location. The suspect grabbed that female 
and pUlled her off her boyfriend. The victim observed the suspect grab the other female and attempted 
to intervene. The female suspect turned on the victim and Violently stabbed her with a knife four times. 

The female suspect drove away from the crime scene in a vehicle with her unidentified boyfriend. 

Redding Police Investigators were called to the scene to assist with the investigation. 

At approximately 6:44 a.m., Redding PoUce Investigators Jon Poletski and Matt Stoker loeated the 
suspect vehicle in the parking lot of the Motel 6, 1250 Twin View Blvd, Redding. Investigators observed 
a knife and what appeared to be blood in the suspect vehicle. Investigators quickly determined what 
motel room the suspeetwas staying., 

Investigators contacted the female suspect and her boyfriend at their motel room. The suspect was 
identified as, Jamie'" (NMN) Baker, age 20, of Redding. Both Suspect Baker and her boyfriend agreed 
to accompany the investigators to the Redding Police Department Investigations Division for an 
interview. During the interview, Suspect Baker confessed to the stabbing. 

Investigators subsequently arrested Suspect Baker for Attempt Murder and Burglary. She was booked 
at the Shasta County JaU. Suspect Baker's boyfriend, who is on eVA parole, was interviewed by 
Investigators and a eVA parole agent It was determined he was not an active particIpant in the 
stabbing, so he was released.
