On November 16,2009, at approximately 10:21 PM, officers were dispatched to a report of a possible burglary in 
progress. The reporting party advised there were two male subjects attempting to gain entry Into North State 
Recycling at 18375 Clear Creek Road. Officers arrived on scene and contacted Matthew Padel, 23 years of age, of 
Redding. The other male subject fled on foot. With the assistance of a Redding Police K-9 and a CHP helicopter, 
officers began to conduct a search of the area for the outstanding subject. During the search officers located 
burglary tools and drug paraphernalia In close proximity to Matthew Pade!. Matthew Padel was also found to be 
in possession of methamphetamine. 

During the search of the area with the Redding Police K-9 officers located a subject who matched the description 
provided by the reporting party. The CHP used its search light to illuminate the subject and the subject began to 
act as tf he was attemptIng to evade the CHP helicopter. The male SUbject ran into a side yard of a residence 

.where officers attempted to contact him, but the male subject then fled inside the residence. Eventually the male 
subject was contacted and Identified as Russell Spade, 41 years of age, Redding. When Officers spoke with 
Russell Spade he admitted knowing that Officers were attempting to locate a male subject in the area. Russell 
Spade also admitted to knowing that his clothing description was similar to that of the SUbject that officers were 
looking for, due to his mother listening to a police scanner. He could not give officers a reason for him acting as 
if he was attempting to evade the CHP helicopter. After speaking with Russell Spade Officers found he was not 
.involved in the original burglary report, but had intentionally delayed and obstructed the police officers during 
the search. Because officers had focused their attention on Russell Spade the other subject was able to flee the 
area. 

Matthew Padel was arrested and booked into the Shasta County Jail for possession of methamphetamine,
 
possession of drug paraphernalia, and prOWling.
 

A report was forwarded to the Shasta County District Attorney's Office charging Russell Spade with obstructing
