On November 281h
, 2009, at approximately 4:51 AM, officers of the Redding Pollee Department responded to a call for help 

from a 12 year old girl. The girl was calling from a cell phone and did not know exactly where she was. The young girl was 
saying she just left a house where she had attended a party with her 16 year old sister and several adults. This 12 year old 
was scared and asking for help finding her sister who had passed out Inside of the house with several other people. 

It took nearly an hour for police to locate the young girl at the end of a gravel road, behind a fence. She had been trying to 
describe landmarks to the police dispatcher, while she was walking around in the dark. Once located, the 12 year old led 
officers to 1425 Vigil Court, a dirt road off of Oasis Road, In a rural area of the city. The young girl told officers her 16 year old 
sister was unconscIous inside of this residence. The two girls had snuck out of their own home in Enterprise earlier in the 
night, to attend a party. 

When officers went to the front door of the house to check on the 16 year old girl, they were met by an uncooperative male 
who lives at this location. Andy Russell, 33 years, told police that he did not know what they were talkIng about and there waS 
nobody inside of the house. When officers informed him that they wanted to go Inside of the house to try to find the 16 year 
old girl, Russell refused to allow them inside, and locked the front door. When officers explained the exigency of checking for 
the unconscious girl was a priority, Russell then said that he would go Inside and check again. Andy Russell returned with an 
unconscious teenage girl In his arms and handed her to the police. 

Wh lie tal king with the 12 year old girl that had called for help, she also mentioned there was a 14 year old boy InsIde of the 
home. When confronted with this information, Russell again stated thIs was not-true and there was no one else in91de ofthe 
house. Poll ce conti nued to request permission to ve rlfy hIs statement by goln9 Inside and checkl n9 to see If there'were any 
more unconscious children. Russell refused to unlock the door as he stood In the front yard and delayed officers. The pollee 
were pounding on the front door and an nouncln9 the Ir presence to anyone Inside, for app roxl mately 10-15 minutes. Because 
the Redding Pollee were concerned that there may be more unconscious children Inside of the home, based on the 12 year 
old girl's plea for help, and because Andy Russell did not share those same concerns, police forced open the front door of the 
house to check for more victims. 

Inside of the house, officers found flve more adults who had been refusing to summon help for the unconscious girl, or to 
answer the door for the police. A 14 year old boy, son of Andy Russell, was found asleep In a back bedroom of the house with 
several marijuana smoking devices, cigarettes, and an empty alcohol container. While checking the inside of the home for the 
safety of any more children, pollee officers came across over 300 growing marijuana plants and cultivation equipment. 

The 12 year old girl, the 16 year old girl, and the 14 year old boy were all taken to a local hospital where the girls were treated 
for alcohol intoxication and the boy was treated for marijuana intoxication before being released. The girls were released to 
family and the 14 year old boy was placed with Child and Family Services. None of the children will be named because they 
are juveniles. 

Andy Russell and his wife Dayna Russell, 20 years, were both placed under arrest for child endangerment, delaying police, 
and cultivation of mariJuana. Alan Russell, 25 years, Jeremy Beeman, 18 years, Clay Clinger, 32 years, and Jeremy Perry, 18 
years, were all arrested for child endangerment and delaying police. They were all booked at the Shasta County Jail. 

Later In the day, the Shasta County Inter-Agency Narcotic Task Force served a search warrant at this residence In regards to 
the cultivation of marijuana and will be continuing an Investigation. The City of Redding Animal Regulation waS called to the 
location for several dogs found tied to trees In the front yard, unfed and unhealthy In appearance. The City of Redding Fire 
Marshall and Building Code Enforcement will also be conducting an Investigation Into hazards found at this home, as well.
