Attempt Murder
 

On Monday, November 30,2009 a1 approximately 6:47 p.m., Redding Police Officers were dispatched to 
a possible shooting at 2705 Radio Lane Apartment #1, in Redding. At approximately 6:51 p.m., police 
officers arrived on scene and found a male victim shot multiple times in the head. Officers identified 
the victim as Allen J. Moresette, age 59, of Redding. Victim Moresette was transported by ambulance to 
Mercy Medical Center for treatmenL 

Officers learned from witnesses at the shooting scene that a lone gunman entered the apartmem and 
shot the victim multiple times in the head with a small caliber handgun. The gunman fled the apartment 
on foot. A witness observed the gunman driving a blue or grelm colored small compact vehicle bearing 
a possible partial license of 51A. 

Witnesses identified the suspected gunman as Jose Felipe Jesus Mendoza, age 48, of Redding. 
Suspect Mendoza is described as a Hispanic male, 5'4" taU, 140 Ibs, short btack & gray hair and brown 
eyes. : 

Suspect Mendoza is also wanted by the Redding Police Department in connection with the October 31, 
2009 kidnapping and spousal rape of his estranged wne. That incident occurred on Saturday, October 
31,2009 at approximately 10:07 a.m, Suspect Mendoza kidnapped his estranged wife from the parking 
lot in front of the 99 Cents Only Store, 2611 Hilltop Drive, in Redding. Suspect Mendoza held his 
estranged wife against her will for more than twenty-four hours in a remote area of Trinity County. 
Suspect Mendoza drove the victim back to Redding and released her. 

Suspect Mendoza has numerous outstanding felony warrants for his arrest Suspect Mendoza's 
photograph and description are currently listed on the Redding Police Department home page web site 
under Redding'S Most Wanted at http://www.reddingpolice,org. Suspect Mendoza should be 
considered anned and dangerous.
