Bank Robbery Arrest (Updated) 

On Friday, January 30,2009. at approximately 2:28 p.m., employees ofNorth Valley Bank at 
880 E. Cypress Avenue in Redding reported a lone male suspect entered the bank and waited in 
the customer service line for an available bank teller. The suspect approached a bank teller 
producing a demand note for money and a handgun. The robbery suspect was given an 
undisclosed amount ofD.S. currency from a bank teller and left the bank on foot 

At 2:29 p.m., Redding Police Officers arrived. at the North Valley Bank and quickly broadcast a 
partial Nevada license plate for the suspect vehicle. The officers and investigators located and 
arrested the two sUSpects, Robert Todd Bruce, age 48, ofReno, and Joseph Anthony 
Tagliamonti, age 46, of Phoenix, without incident 

Since the arrests of Bruce and Tagliamonti, Redding Police Investigators sent out a nationwide 
flyer with their photographs and the circumstances of their arrests in Redding. Investigators 
received responses from police departments in northern California, central California. New 
Orleans, Phoenix, Philadelphia and the Sacramento FBI office. 

As a result of the nationwide inquiry, Robert Bruce has been identified as a suspect in five 
additional bank robberies; three in San Luis Obispo County, one in Auburn, and one in 
Sacramento. On Friday, February 6, 2009, following the arrest of Robert Bruce by the Redding 
Police Department, the Sacramento FBI Office executed a search warrant on a motel room and a 
vehicLe in Reno, Nevada. The findings from the search warrant linked Robert Bruce to the 
Auburn bank robbery and one of the San Luis Obispo County robberies.
