On October 1,2006, Redding Police Departmenr Officers responded to the 1300 block of
 
Mountain Shadows Blvd in regards to a residentiaJ burglary report, Investigation
 
reveaJed an unknown suspect(s) forced open a kitchen window and entered the residence
 
and stole items from inside. Several fingerprints were located and seized as evidence by
 
an officer trained in latent print collection.
 

On October 18, 2006, these prints were sent to be scanned through the Automated Latent 
Print System, (ALPS) a statewide data base. In December 2006, the Redding Pollee 
Department was notified there was no match with the prints currently in the system. The 
ALPS system stores the prints and continues to automatically check them as new 
convicted criminal's prints are entered. 

In July 2008, the Redding Police Department was notified the ALPS System matched the
 
prints to Erin M. REESE, 26 years old of Redding. Investigation further revealed Ms.
 
REESE was currently in stare prison for theft related offenses in Chowchilla, CA. Ms.
 
REESE was interviewed in regards lO the residential burglary in November 2008.
 

An arrest warrant charging residential burglary was issued by the Shasta County Superior
 
CoW1 on January 5,2009, bail set at $25,000.00 dollars. In late February, prior to Ms.
 
REESE being released from prison the burglary warrant was served. Ms. REESE was
 
transpOrted from Chowchilla, CA and booked into the Shasta County Jail where she
 
remains at this time. Bail has been increased to $100,000.00.
