In November 2008, Redding Police Officers took a residential burglary report in the 5000 
block of Valley Ridge Drive, Victims Meagan Delallo and Garrett Lasater report forced 
entry into the,r residence. A Gateway laptop computer, jewelry and electronic games 
were reported stolen. The computer was entered into the stolen property system. 

Redding Police Investigators developed information in the past week which led to a 
search warrant being issued for a residence in the 2500 block of Alamo Way, Anderson, 
CA. The resident was identified as Arthur Lee Koon, 48 years of age. Mr. Koon was 
currently out on $20,000.00 bail from a grand theft and possession of stolen property 
case arrest, July 2008 in Trinity County. He Is also currently released on his own 
recognizance from a recent Shasta Interagency Narcotic Task Force felony arrest for 
being a felon in possession of a firearm and ammunition in November 2008. 

Today at 3:00 PM, Redding Police Investigators wfth assistance from the Anderson 
Police Department, Department of Motor Vehicle Investigations <;lnd the California 
Department of Corrections Special Services Unit served the search warrant at Mr. 
Koon's residence. 

The stalen Gateway computer belonging to Victim's DeleUa and Lasater was located 
inside the res idence. Also located was a stolen hand tool, reported stolen in 1983 from 
an automobile repair business in Oroville, CA. This was identified due to the owner 
etching his name and Califomia drivers' license number on the tool. Several other 
DeWalt cordless tools and saws with names or 10 numbers other than Mr. Koon's were 
also seized pending further investigation. 

Mr. Koon was arrested for being in possession of stolen property, and two counts of 
committing a felony while out on bail and/or own recognizance release. He was booked 
into the Shasta County Jail, bail set at $30,000.00 dollars.
