On March 5, 2009 at approximately 6:16 PM, Redding Police Officers responded to a hit and 
run traffic collision at Cypress Avenue and Oxford Road. Upon arrival, officers learned that 
Michelle Borg, 37 years, of Redding, was driving her 1995 Buick Skylark westbound on 
Cypress Avenue approaching the intersection of Oxford Road. An unknown male in a 2000 
Dodge Stratus was driving eastbound on Cypress Avenue and made a left turn in front of 
Borg's vehicle. The vehicles collided in the intersection. 

Witnesses to the collision followed the suspect vehicle as it fled from the scene. They 
observed the suspect park it near the intersection of Regal Avenue and Hartnell Avenue. The 
suspect then fled on foot. The vehicle was registered out of the area, and subsequently 
impounded. At that time the suspect was not located.. 
Michelle Borg complained of pain to her neck and torso. She was transported by ambulance to 
Mercy Medical Center for treatment. Her passenger, Gary Borg Jr., 41 years, of Redding, 
complained of pain to his lower leg. A second passenger, Miranda Sherrick, 19 years, of 
Shasta Lake, suffered an abrasion to her lower neck. All three were wearing safety belts. 

Shortly after the collision SHASCOM received a report of a stolen vehicle from the 2200 block 
of Oxford Road. Officers went to the location and subsequently located Raymond Rawls II, 30 
years, of Redding, hiding in the bathroom of his residence. Rawls admitted to officers that he 
had been driving the vehicle at the time of the collision and that he asked his wife to call it in 
as stolen. Rawls was arrested on an outstanding misdemeanor warrant, felony hit and run 
causing injury, and driving on a suspended license. He was booked into the Shasta County 
Jail. 

Alcohol does not appear to be a factor in the collision.
