Attempt Murder
 

On Sunday, March 08,2009 at approximately 4:29 p.m., officers of the Redding Police Department 
were dispatched to the Shady Acres Mobile Home Park, 5812 Cedars Road regarding a stabbing. 

At approXimately 4:35 p.m., officers arrived at the location and found the male victim sitting on the 
ground with a stab wound to the neck- The victim was transported by ambulance to Mercy Medical 
Center and underwent emergency surgery. The victim has been identified as Anthony Wade Varela, 
age 19, of Redding. 

Officers learned the victim had been in an argument wIth another male, During the argument, the 
male suspect stabbed the Victim Varela in the neck with a knife. The suspect fled the mobile home 
park on foot heading northbound on Cedars Road, During the early stages of the investigation, 
officers were able to identify the suspect as Thomas Crossland, age 20, of Redding. 

Officers conducted an Intensive ground search for the suspect with the aid of the Redding Police 
Canine Unit and the California Highway Patrol Helicopter, Officers were unable to locate the suspect. 

At approximately 6:35 p.m" relatives drove Suspect Crossland to the Shasta County Jail, so he could 
turn himself in for the stabbing. Redding Police Officers and Investigators responded to the jail and 
found Suspect Crossland standing in front of the jail. Suspect Crossland was arrested for attempted 
murder and was transported to the Redding Police Department Investigations Division, 

Suspect Crossland was later transported and booked at the Shasta County Jail for attempted murder.
