Murder Investigation
 

On Monday, April 20, 2009, Redding Police Department initiated an investigation into a 
suspicious death in the canyon area, south-west from the end of Masonic Drive. The 
victim, Timothy Alcom, 47 years of Redding was found deceased with signs of trauma to 
his body. Mr. Alcom was identified 85 residing in the canyon area by others. 

The on-going investigation revealed on Saturday, April 18lh
, 2009 approximately at 8:35 

p.m., a citizen observed Timothy Alcom leaving the parking lot of the AM/PM Gas 
Station, Masonic and Lake Blvd, "covered in blood". Mr. Alcom related to the citizen he 
had been assaulted. Medical and RPD officers were dispatched to the area, but couldn't 
locate Mr. Alcom at that time. 

On Sunday, April 19,2009, at approximately 10:35 a.m., a resident of the canyon area 
reported to RPD that there was blood found in the area of a day camp in the canyon 
area along with Mr. Alcom's jacket nearby. Officers responded and walked numerous 

':"	 trails in the canyon area Jooking for Mr. Alcom and collected possible evidence near the 
blood stains. Officers could not locate Mr. A1com and listed him as a missing person at 
risk in a national missing person data base. 

On Monday, April 20, 2oo9.Redding Police Investigators were assigned to reinitiate the 
search for Mr. Alcorn in the Lake Blvd. area. At approximately 1:10 p.m., a citizen found 
Mr. Alcorn deceased near a wooded trail behind the old Masonic Lodge off Lake Blvd. 
and Masonic Ave. Police investigators responded and a death investigation began. 

On Tuesday, April 21, 2009 during the morning hours, the Shasta County Sheriffs 
Department Coroner's Office performed an autopsy on Mr. Alcorn. The autopsy revealed 
Mr. Alcorn died as a result of blunt force trauma to the head. 

Redding Police Investigators are actively pursuing numerous leads and Interviewing 
possible witnesses. Anyone with any information regarding this murder is asked to call 
the Redding P~ice Department Investigations Division at (530) 2254214 or Secret 
Wrtness of Shasta County at (530) 243-2319. The Secret Witness reward being offered 
is $10,000 dollars for information leading to the arrest and conViction of the person or 
persons responsible for the death of Mr. AJcorn.
