On Tuesday, May 26, 2009 at approximately 4;1~ p.m., John Frank Macmillan, 55 years of Redding, was arrest~ 

at a local motel as he was preparing to leave, He was arrested for identity theft, wrltlng severallnsufflclent funds 
checkS to variOlJs people and businesses, grand theft, obtaining services, property or goods by false pretenses 
and possession of a counterfeit money order. Macmillan is also suspected ot other fraudulent activities in the 
Shasta County area. ! 

In Maya police report was filed by Advantage R~ntalloe-ated at 3541 S. Market St. in Redding. The report alleges 
that in late March 2009, Macmillan rented furnIture and appliances 1rom the business for a house in Palo Cedro. 
After Macmillan paid with insufficient funds che<;ks and a counterfeit money order, AdVantage Rental flied a 
police report. I 
During the investigation, investigators learned Macmillan used some<lne else's social S8CUrtty number on the 
rental application. This social security number ~longed to 3 woman living in Oakland, CA. Investigators 
determined the house Macmillan had been livIng In with his family and mother·in-Iaw in flalo Cedro had the 
utilities put in Macmillan's twelve year old son's nClme and social security number.

Macmillan entered Into a contract agreement with the owner of the Palo Cedro hOuse for a lease option to 
purchase. Macmillan provided the owner with tWo checks totaling $12,200.00 whiCh return@d as not sufficient 
funds. The owner served Macmll!an eviction papers and eventually Macmillan left the residence. 

Macmillan approached Columbia Schoof wantin~ to conduct a fund raiser for the school and school district. 
Macmillan told sehQOI officials he was a Herb I~ distributor and wanted to conduct a weight loss challenge fund 
raiser usIng the school's facilities. A contract was drawn up; however, to the school's knowledge Macmillan 
never approachea or signed up any parents of the school's students, tt was still unclei'r through the school if 
Macmillan ever herd meetings or conducted thelwelght 10$$ challenge.

School officials heard from MacmiUan that he signed up several parents of Mountain View Middle School and 
held meetings there. School officials checked v1th Mountain View Middle School flndlng no one that had been 
contacted by Macmillan or any meetings held at the school.

InvesUgators were also provided with information regarding Macmillan alleging other types of fraud that 
occurred in Oregon. Investigators were given a web site, Northwest TImber Fallers which spoke about Macmillan 
regarding false representations of his background.

After the arrest, Macmillan was brought to the J~V'esti9ationsDivision to be interviewed. He was later booked into 
the Shasta County Jail were his ball was set at $50,000.00. The InvestigatIon is continuing. Anyone with 
information on this case IS asked to call th& ReddIng Police Oepartment Investigations Dtvlslon at 225-4214.
