The suspect fled On a 
blcycl~. The responding officers were able to I~ fingerprints from the scene. The prtnts were submitted to the 
Caltfornia Department of Justice's (DOJ) Automated Latent Print System (ALPS) for comparison to those In their 
database. 

On March 17,2009, the Redding Police Departm~nt was atNised by DOJ that the fing~rprintshad b"n matched 
with those of Thomas Charles Vazquez, 21 yearS of age. A photo line up was then prepared and presented to tM 
victims who identified Mr. Vazquez as being the male caught in their office.

MI'. Va2:quez was on california Youth AuthorIty (eYA) parole for a robbery conviction. Hels a documented 
sac~mento Howe Park Sureno gang member as well as a <13 strike offender." Attempts to locate him met with 
negative results. ;

The case was SUbmitted to the Shasta County District Attorney's office tor review in eQrly April 2009. An arrest 
warrant was issued on June 17, 2009, Charging Vazquez with burglary. Bail was set at 00& million dollars. On 
June 25, 2009. Mr. Vazquez was stopped by a Shasta County Sheriff's deputy fOr a traffic violation. After verifying 
there was a warrant for Mr. Vazquez, he was arrested and booked Into the Shasta County Jail.

Mr. Vazquez has told investigators that he doesn't recall the incident as he was still intoxicated andlor hung over 
from a New Year's Eve party. He did admit to having and using a bicycle as his mode of transportation during 
the time frame of the burglary. !
