Threats/Assault at Western Dental 

On June 1, 2009, at 6:54 p.m., the Redding Police Department received reports of 
numerous shots fired inside Western Dental, at 1350 Chum Creek Road, in the Food 
Maxx shopping center. The reports said people were hiding in rooms in the business 
because of the shooting. All available Redding police officers responded to the location, 
with the first officers arriving within a minute. 

Upon arrival, officers quickly learned no shots had actQally been fired and no gun had 
ever been seen. An extremely upset customer, Scott David Banning, 42 years, of Dorris, 
had been in the business causing a disturbance with staff. He threatened staff members, 
including threatening to "get a gun." Barming threw large objects he found in the office 
at staff members. He also hit the walls with his hands. Because of the loud threats made 
by Banning, and the noise from objects being thrown and Banning hitting the walls, other 
customers and staff members thought gunshots were being fired in the business. No staff 
members or customers were injured. 

Banning had fled before police arrived, but a witness provided a description of the 
vehicle he drove. At 7:31 p.m., Officer Ryan Ellis saw Barming's car heading north on 
Interstate 5. Officer Ellis, other RPD officers, and Shasta County Sheriffs deputies 
stopped the car on Interstate 5, just north of the Fawndale exit. Banning resisted arrest, 
causing an officer and two deputies to use pepper spray, a baton strike, and a Taser to 
subdue him. Banning was then arrested afld taken to the jail. No officers were injured. 
He was charged with making criminal threats, assault with a deadly weapon, and resisting 
arrest.
