Pursuit/Arrest of Escapee 

On June 2, 2009, at 5:07 p.m., Officer Duane Morrison was on Parkview Ave., near the 
library, when he saw a black Pontiac Firebird. He worked a recent DUI checkpoint in 
Anderson and recognized the car as one which drove through the checkpoint without 
stopping as required. Officer Morrison attempted to stop the Firebird, but it immediately 
fled. Officer Morrison and other officers pursued the Firebird. 

The pursuit lasted for about five minutes, in the area of South Market Street and 
California Street. The driver drove onto Elmwood Street, off of South Market Street. 
The driver abandoned the Firebird at the dead end of the street and fled on foot along the 
railroad tracks. Officers continued in foot pursuit of the driver, assisted by CHP 
helicopter H16. The CHP air crew spotted the driver in the area of Grandview Ave. and 
West Street and directed officers on the ground to him. They saw the driver attempt to 
enter a residence, apparently to hide from the police. 

Officers found the driver outside the house on Grandview Ave. and arrested him. The 
man denied being the driver of the Firebird and gave what turned out to be a false name. 
Witnesses were brought to the location and were able to identify the man as the one who 
fled from the police. The man had a car key in his pocket for the Firebird. Officers 
found the people at the house did not know Tucker.

The man was arrested for felony evading in a vehicle, resisting arrest (by fleeing on foot), 
prowling (for attempting to enter the residence), and giving a false name. At the jail, 
Officer Momson was able to identify the driver as Daniel Tucker, 49 years, of Port 
Orchard, Washington. He found Tucker was an escapee wanted by the Washington State 
pnson agency. 
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
