On July 12 2009, at around 1:00 PM, an 88 year-old woman was approached by three people who offered to re­
seal her driveway for an up-front cash payment. The woman paid the men $360 cash after which they left and 
promised to return. They pretended to be friends of the woman's family and pressured the woman to give them 
cash up-front. They never returned later to do the work. 

At 4:20 PM, an elderly man reported he was approached at Home Depot and was offered roof repair. The suspect 
pretended to be the son of a contractor who worked with this man In the past. The suspect asked for the elderly 
man's address and it was given to him. The suspects later went to the elderly man's residence where they 
pressured him to pay cash up-front for the roof repair. No money exchanged hands in this Incident. 

At 4:40 PM, an elderly woman reported she was approached at her residence by someone offering to clean her 
gutters for an up-front cash fee. In this incident, the suspect said he used to live near the woman's mother. 
Again, no money exchanged hands. 

The suspects were described as three Hispanic males wearing "work clothing". One suspect was described as 
being 5'3" to 5'8" tall with a slender build. The other two were described as being taller than the first. One 
associated vehicle was described as an older black pickup truck and th~ other a newer yellow pickUp truck with 
tools in the back. In al~ of these incidents, the victims live in the Placer St and Olive Av area of Redding. 

The Police Department is investigating these cases as Elder Abuse. Anyone with information on the above 
suspects is asked to call the Redding Pollee Department at 530-2254200. Anyone who encounters the above 
suspects attempting to commit the same type of crime is asked to call 911 immediately. We would like to remind 
the public to be aware of the possibility of scams, especially targeting the elderly, committed by people going 
door-to-door. 
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
