Redding Police To Focus on School Zone and School Bus Stop Enforcement 

When school starts on Monday, August 17, 2008, and for at least the next two weeks, Redding Police 
Department officers will focus traffic enforcement around schools in the city of Redding and at school bus 
stops. This will include the Shasta High School/Shasta Learning Center campus and Enterprise High School, 
along with the various middle and elementary schools. Officers will concentrate enforcement at the beginning 
and end of the school day, Officers will also monitor traffic leaving and returning to campus during lunch at the 
high schools. Traffic enforcement win also take place before and after school at various school bus stops in 
Redding. 

Traffic enforcement witl especially focus on the following violations: 
•	 Speeding: Traffic will be congested around schools at the beginning and end of the school day. It is 

especially important to slow down and be patient when driving near any school. A school wue speed 
limit is 25 mph. Watch for posted school zone signs. 
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•	 Crosswalks: Maay students will be walking to and from schooL Pedestrians have the right of way in 

both marked and unmarked crosswalks. A crosswalk exists at any intersection, even if crosswalks lines 
are not painted on the roadway. 

•	 Seatbelts: Teenage drivers have a lower seatbelt use rate than other drivers. Proper seatbelt use is 
required (both lap aad shoulder belts, with the shoulder belt over the shoulder). 

•	 School bus stops: When a school bus activates its red lights (including its movable stop sign), traffic in 
both directions must stop until the red lights are turned off. Traffic approaching the school bus from the 
front does not have to stop ONLY when there are two or more lanes in each direction. Traffic 
following a school bus must ALWAYS stop. 

Parents dropping off or picking up children at school are encouraged to follow their school's traffic plan and not 
block or delay other traffic. This includes not stopping or parking in red curb zones or other "no parking" 
zones. The Redding Police Department encourages everyone to be patient in traffic as school begins and to be 

.mindful of our children's safety.
