On Friday at 4:00 AM, Officer Rusty Bishop observed a vehicle towing a boat on Twin View 
Blvd near the 1-5 interchange. The boat trailer did not have working lights. 

As Officer Bishop activated his emergency lights and siren to stop the vehicle, the driver 
accelerated through a parking lot and narrowly missed striking a pedestrian. 

The driver, Dylan Vernon Gardner, 34 years of Redding, turned onto Mountain View Drive and 
in the 5500 block, jumped out of the vehicle and fled on foot. The vehicle and boat continued 
out of control and collided into a City of Redding electric utility box at 5572 Mountain View 
Drive. The vehicle and utility box received minor damage. The boat was found to be stolen 
from a nearby neighborhood. It was not damaged during the.collision. 

Gardner ran across 1-5 and into the Best Western Motel at 1080 Twin View Blvd. Officer Berg 
and police service dog "Canon" were deployed to protect the safety of motel guests and if 
possible apprehend the suspect. 

Gardner was found hiding in a housekeeping room and trying to conceal himself behind 
furniture. He refused to surrender and instead attacked the police service dog. He grabbed the 
dog by the head and ears and began twisting the dog's head back and forth. The police dog 
overpowered Gardner and delivered several bites to his lower legs. 

After the arrest, Gardner was taken to Shasta Regional Medical Center. He received several 
sutures for lacerations and puncture wounds to his lower legs. After treatment he was booked 
into the Shasta County Jail for resisting arrest, stealing a vessel, interfering with a police dog, 
and driving with disregard for the safety of others.
