RobberyNehicle Burglaryffheft Investigation
 

On Tuesday, September 08, 2009 at approximately 0 I: 15 a.m. Redding Police Officers were 
dispatched to the area of Placer Street and East Street regarding an anempted robbery of two 
Domino Pizza employees. Both suspects fled the area on foot when one pizza employee shouted 
to the other pizza employee to can the police. One of the two suspects was descn"bed as male 
wearing a gray hooded sweatshirt with an unknown type mask covering his face. The second 
sus~t was described as a male wearing dark clothing. _ 

During a search of the area, Officer Skeen located two possible male suspects hiding under a van 
on Sequoia Street in front of Sequoia Middle School. It was determined that these two suspects 
were not involved in the attempted robbery. However, police investigators determined that the 
two suspects were involved in a vehicle burglary at the Sundial Bridge parking (ot and another 
theft from Tenor's Liquors, 433 No Market Street. 

The suspects were identified as two male juveniles residing at 8 local Redding group home. They 
were out of county placements to the local group home. 

Police investigators interviewed the two juvenile suspects at the Redding Police Department 
Investigations Division. After the interviews, the suspects were booked at Shasta County Juvenile 
Hall for vehicle burglary, possession of stolen property, petty theft and minor in possession of 
alcohol.
