CLOUSE, 24 years old of Redding beIng Identlfled as a suapect in the ATM photographs. Others wel'Q also 
Identmed as poasible accomplices-

Mr. CLOUSE was located by Redding Police Department InvestIgators. late in t"e afternoon of September 18, 
2009 in South City Park. He was In possession- of some of the stolen property reported in these thefts. He 
provided a statement admitting his involvement In the previous mentioned thefts. Mr. CLOUSE was arrested and 
booked Into the Shasta County Jail for possession of stolen property. A second suspect has now been 
identtfled. The Investigation is continuing.
