On September 12, 2009, about 11 :00 am, officers of the Redding Police Department responded to the 2800 block 
of Rancho Road for the report of an unknown man that had entered a residence while a fifteen year old girl was 
home alone. 

When officers arrived at the residence, they contacted Ladel Redinger, 35 years of ReddIng, who told officers that 
she had received a phone call from her fifteen year old daughter saying that an unknown subject was Inside of 
her home. Ladel Redinger drove to her residence and found a sliver pick-up truck parked In her driveway. Ladel 
Redinger also observed an unknown man inside of her residence without permission. The unknown male 
immediately fled out the back sliding glass door and Jumped over the fence. The man got Into the pickup truck 
and fled the scene at a high rate of speed. 

The subject was described as being a male adult, approximately 30 years old, with short black hair, mustache, 
and multiple tattoo's on both arms. The man was wearing a dark colored shirt and blue Jeans at the time of the 
incident. The initial police response found that the man had already fled the area.

At 1:30 pm, LadeIRedInger againcalied 911 to repo rt that the suspect had retumed to the nelghborhood and was 
now driving the same pickup truck nearby. Redinger was able to get a partial license plate number to provide to 
pollee, before losing sight of the pickup truck. With this Information, the Redding Pollee were able to search a 
data bank that found similar license numbers and matched thIs informatIon to a pickup truck that fit the 
description provided by Ladel Redinger. Finally, a vehicle registered to a parolee living in Shasta lake CIty, was 
identified. That man, Richard Vincent Rood, was found to be on parole for similar offenses and a second striker 
under the California three strikes law. 

With the assistance of the Shasta County Sheriff Department, Richard Rood was located at his house in Shasta 
Lake City. The pickup truck was parked In front of the house. Richard Rood was identified by the victim, as being 
the same man that had entered their home while the child was alone. 

Redding Police have arrested Richard Vincent Rood for breaking and entering into an occupied residence and for 
violation of parole. It Is unknown at this time, what his Intentions were at the time of the break In. 

Due to the child's ability to call police as well as her parent, and because Ladet Redinger was able to obtain a 
partial license plate number, the Redding Pollee were able to identify the responsible and make an arrest. 
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
