On January 7, 2010 at approximately 10:47 a.m., officers from the Redding Police Department responded to 
Winco Foods at 1050 Old Alturas Road In regards to an attempted robbery. 

Employees reported that three white males entered the store and selected numerous Items. The Items were 
placed into a Winco shopping bag by one of the suspects. The group left the store without payment and two 
suspects were contacted by two store employees in the parking lot. 

When confronted, one of the suspects turned around and struck an employee in the side of the head with a 
closed fist. Employees were able to detain him. The second suspect fled on foot. A short time later, the second 
s!Jspect returned to the parking lot and approached the store employees. He brandished a knife at employees 
and demanded the other suspect be released. The employees let the detained suspect go and both suspects fled 
on foot toward Costco. The third suspect was last seen walking north through the Winco parking lot. All of the 
stolen property was recovered. 

The first suspect is described as a white male adult, In his early 20's, 5 feet-8 inches tall, 170 pounds with a 
shaved head. He was last seen wearing a white T-shirt, blue jeans and black shoes. 

The second suspect Is described as a white male adult, in his mid 20's, 6 feet-2 inches tall, 180 pounds with a 
shaved head. He had a "530" tattoo on the side of his neck. He was last seen wearing a white T-shirt, black 
jacket, black and white shoes, and black pants. 

The third suspect Is described as a white male adult, 30 years, 5 1eet--6 Inches tall, 200 pounds. He has brown hair 
with a bald spot on the back of his head. He was last seen wearing a blue shirt, brown jacket and blue jeans. 

This investigation is ongoing and has been referred to the Redding Police Department Investigations Division.
