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On Saturday, January 16,2010, at 1:44 PM Redding Police officers responded to a four vehicle 
traffic collision on State Route 273 and Breslauer Way. 

Officers determined that David Johnson, 48 years, of Anderson, was driving his 2007 Ford 
F250 pick-up northbound _on SR273 in the number one lane, approaching the intersection of 
Breslauer Way. Johnson told officers that he was talking on his cellular telephone using a 
hands free Bluetooth device, and failed to see the vehicles stopped at the traffic signal in front 
of him. 

Mr. John,son believed he was traveling at approximately 55mph at the time he rear-ended a 
1991 Jeep Wrangler, drive-n by 18 year old Bianca Shafer of Anderson. Ms. Shafer's vehicle 
was pushed into a 1993 Toyota Camry driven by Doug Major, 60 years, of Redding. Mr. Major's 
vehicle was forced into the rear of a 2003 GMC Sierra pick-up driven by 56 year old James 
Hanrahan, of Redding. 

Ms. Shafer was initially trapped in her vehicle. Redding firefighters freed her from the Jeep 
using the llJaws of life." She was transported by ambulance to Mercy Medical Center. Ms. 
Shafer appeared to have lost consciousness after the collision and complained of neck and 
head pain. She also suffered from cuts and abrasions to her face and head. 

Mr. Johnson's driver's license is currently suspended by the Department of Motor Vehicles. 
He was cited for driving on a suspended license, and driving at an unsafe speed for 
conditions. 

Alcohol does not appear to be a factor in the collision. 
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
