On January 22, 2010 at 5:34 p.m., Redding Police Officers were dispatched to Circle K at Hartnell Avenue and 
Churn Creek Road for a disturbance involving a male subject associated with a small green Saturn sedan. 
Moments later, Redding Pollee receIved a call of a hit and run accident on Bond Street just south of Circle K 
involving the same vehicle. 

Upon Officers arrival, they located the vehicle which had collided into the front of a house at 1020 Bond Street. 
Witnesses said that the driver fled the scene on foot In an eastbound direction. Officers established a perimeter 
and spent about 30 minutes searching for the subject. With the assistance of the California Highway Patrol Air 
Operations and several helpful citizens, officers eventually located the subject identified as Jesse Cook, 29 years 
of Redding, hiding to the rear of 3141 Churn Creek Road, apartment #9. 

During this Investigation, officers learned that Cook was Involved In a verbal fight with several subjects in the 
parking lot at Circle K. The clerk of Circle K, Identified as Joshua Hendricks, 30 years of Redding, came out to 
the parking lot to keep the peace. Cook got into a vehicle and attempted to strike Hendricks with the vehicle. 

Cook then left the area southbound on Churn Creek road at a high rate of speed colliding Into a tree just east of 
Churn Creek Road on Bond Street. The vehicle deflected off of the tree and veered Into the house at 1020 Bond 
Street. This house is owned by. Edward Nowlin, 74 y~rs of Redding. .He was not Injured. Cook was not injured 
in the collision but he did susta(n some abrasions during his attempt to elude police. • 

Cook was arrested and booked Into the Shasta County Jail for assault with a deadly weapon, driving under the 
influence of alcohol and or drugs, and hit and run.
