A Wendy's restaurant employ.. told 
omc.n. that two vehide8 met in the partdng lot. and iI fight ensued betWeen parties from both vehiclea. Both 
parties had fled the acene prior to the arrtval of the offieera, but various itaIM of evkSence were left behind. One 
of those items of evidence was a metal flashlight. 

omcera also learned that BF'lIdy Kristopher c;.lltry, age: 23, of Weed, California, was being treated ror two 
gunshot wounds at Mercy MediCal Center. ~try k)st con:sciouanesa ahortly after arriving at the hospital, and 
he was unable to provkte an initial statement. Gentry is currentty listed in fair condition. 

InvesUgatof$ from the Redding Police Depaftment r'e$ponded to the seene at Wendy's restaurant The 
Investigatron re"ealed that Marcelo Patrick Banuelos, age: 28, of Redding was in the company of Brady Gentry at 
the Wendy's partdng lot the morning of 02-13-10. Banuelos admitted that he attacked a subject whom 
Investigator'aldentified as Joseph Victor Davia, ag.~ ZiS, of Red Bluff, wtth a metal ftashiight. 

During the evening hours Of 02-17-10, Investigators from the Redding Pollee Department, the Red Bluff ponce 
Department. and the California o.partrnent of CorTediona and Rehabilitation Special Services Unit arTe8ted 
Joseph Davis In Red Bluff for a parole vlolatioo. Davia told investigators thlt a subject sttuck him multlp4e times 
about his face and head In the parking lot of Wendy's restaurant. He admitted tD shooting at his Utac:ke~ in aetf 
defenM. After the 8hooting, Joseph Davis was driven to Red Bluff by a female frtend, wnere he was treated at St. 
Elizabeth's Hospftilll for multiple lacerations to his head. As of this press release, the fireann has not bee" 
recovered. 

Two assoclar- of his named Shawn Timothy O&eary, age: 23, of Weed, and Jason Dalton Singleton, age: 37, of 
Redding, were arrested wtth o.vis. Shawn Oleary was arrested for a viol8tion of his parole, and JISOtl Singleton 
had several wamsnts ror his arresL All three subjects were booked at the Shasta County Jall. 

Both Josep41 Davis and Shawn Oleary hilive prison gang ;affiliations, but there Is no indication this ~s a gang 
related offe,.... 

During the morning hours of 02-18-10, Marceto Banuelos waa charged with Assautt with a Deadty Weapon, 
Mayhem, ~ry WIth GrNt Bodity InJUry, ~d a parole violation. He i8 cuFftntty incarcerated at the Shasta 
County J.U wtltl no bail
