In preparation for the event, No parking signs will be posted
along the parade route 48 hours in advance. The road closures will begin at 8:00 a.m. the
morning of the parade. All road closures will re-open at the conclusion of the event.

Southbound on California Street
Eastbound Sacramento Street
Northbound on Pine Street
Eastbound on Yuba Street

The parade will end at the intersection of Yuba Street and East Street.

POSTED AS A NO PARKING ZONE 48 HOURS PRIOR TO THE PARADE. ANY
VEHICLES PARKED IN THE PARADE ROUTE MUST BE MOVED PRIOR TO 6:30 AM.
ON SATURDAY MAY 16", 2009 OR THEY WILL BE TOWED.

Parade Route Detours: Motorists traveling into the downtown area will be detoured
onto

East St., Court St., South St. and Eureka Wy.

Temporary Stop Signs: Temporary stop signs will be placed at the intersection of Yuba
St. and East St. This will make the intersection a four way
stop.

Parking: The downtown mall parking structure will have limited parking
available. The parking structure will be closed once it is full.
Parking will not be allowed on the parade route or in the
staging areas. As a reminder RV’s will not fit in the lower level
of the parking structure.

Alcohol Possession: In an effort to maintain public safety and provide a peaceful
family atmosphere the Redding Police Department is
reminding all spectators of the Redding Municipal Code
prehibiting open alcoholic beverage containers in public, which
includes the parade route.
