On Saturday aftemoon officers were dispatched to a stabbing Incident occtJrrlng In the parking lot of Shopko at 
55 Lake Blvd. The stabbing occurred after a shoplffter refused to comply with the plaln~lothes loss prevention 
agents, who were attempting to detain him for stealing clothing Items from the store. The shoplifting suspect 
produced a box cutter knife and began slashing at the two emplC?yees. The agents were able to tackle, and 
wrestle the suspect Into custody, but not before one of the'ag8n~ recelV8(ftw&la&r8iions. Durlng'the violent 
struggle, agent Tom Trueb, 45yrs, of Redding, endured two deep lacerat-Ions to both hands. Agent Jimmy 
Robinson received abrasions and cuts during the struggle which occurred on the sidewalk in front of the store. 
Both sought medical treatment at a later time. 

The suspect was arrested, and Is Identified as Nathan Totten, 27yrs, of Redding. He Is an admitted 
methamphetamine user and was In possession of methamphetamine during the Incident. He was booked Into the 
Shasta Co. Jail for Robbery, Burglary, Assault with a deadly weapon, and drug possession. 

The Redding Police Department staff would like recognize these agents for their service and dedication, and we 
wIsh them a speedy recovery.
